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Preface 

Purpose of this document 

SWIFT has designed this document to set an industry implementation standard for : 

 Payment Initiation - customer initiated credit transfers and reporting back on the status of 
these transfers, using the ISO 20022 Customer Credit Transfer Initiation and ISO 20022 
Payment Status Report messages. 

 Account Reporting - bank-to-customer reporting of account activity information, using the 
ISO 20022 Bank-to-Customer Account Report, the ISO 20022 Bank-to-Customer 
Statement, and the ISO 20022 Bank-to-Customer Debit/Credit Notification messages. 

By using these messages on SWIFTNet, each user agrees to abide by the minimum rules and 
guidelines applicable to them, as specified in the following sections. 

For the avoidance of any doubt, nothing in this document shall be binding upon SWIFT nor 
construed as constituting an obligation, representation, or warranty on the part of SWIFT. 
 

The scope of these guidelines 

In summary, the aim of developing these guidelines is to facilitate automation by : 

 ensuring common interpretation and understanding of data elements included in the 
messages, and 

 ensuring common implementation of functionalities covered through the messages.

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1 Message Rules and Guidelines 

1.1 Key Rules 
Support of ISO 20022 Messages   

For Payment Initiation, users must support the Customer Credit Transfer Initiation (pain.001) 
message to initiate electronic transfers and Payment Status Report (pain.002) message to 
provide ópositiveô and ónegativeô status information on the operational status of the transfer. For 
Account Reporting, depending on the service that the bank offers, this support must cover the  
appropriate Account Reporting message. Provision needs to be made to cater for future 
updates to both the Message Definition Report and this document.  

Compliance 

Users using the messages on SWIFTNet commit to comply with the standards as described in 
the ISO 20022 Message Definition Report (which contains the same message specifications as 
the SWIFTStandards MX Message Reference Guide) and when published, the corresponding 
Message Usage Guide. 

This means that : 

 all mandatory data in the schema should be provided, logic embedded in the schema should 
be respected, and rules and guidelines defined for the generic ISO 20022 messages should 
also be adhered to. 

 values not supported by the schema should not be present (ie an XML instance containing 
an element not present in the schema, would cause an error when the instance is validated 
against the schema).  
Note : If an instance contains such a schema mistake, it is up to the recipient to decide how 
to react (ie either accept and process, or reject). 

In addition, users must also comply with the minimum implementation rules as outlined in the 
sections below. 

Technical implementation rules 

Instances (ie actual messages exchanged) should not contain óempty tagsô ï ie should not 
contain elements which do not contain ócontentô. 

Operational rules  

Optional elements, which are included in the schema, but which are not considered to be key 
for transactions in scope and which are however present in the message instance (included in 
the instance by the Sender) would be ignored (i.e. not used for processing and not passed on) 
by the Receiver (i.e. would not be a cause for rejecting the message). 

Character set 

 All banks subscribing to this service will support the following characters :

 The EndToEndIdentification should always be expressed in the character set referred to 
under the first bullet above.

 6 Standards MX Message Implementation Guide 

 Depending on supported character sets in the interbank clearing & settlement channels, 
banks may have to convert the characters contained in text-based elements received in the 
payment initiation messages. 

 For guidance on how to represent ódisallowed characters in XML contentô, please refer to 
the section SWIFTStandards Supported Character Sets, under SWIFTStandards MX 
Message Concepts in the User Handbook. 

1.2 Rule and Guideline Conventions 
The ISO 20022 Message Definition Report contains full standard specifications and rules that 
must be adhered to. The corresponding Message Usage Guide contains a series of topics 
illustrating these standard specifications and rules. 

As the messages enable various degrees of complexity and flexibility in implementation, some 
additional usage rules and guidelines have been defined in the context of this document. 

A rule must be adhered to, whereas a guideline is a recommendation, a best practice that must 
be followed whenever possible. 

These rules and guidelines are payment-type independent, ie they will apply to any kind of 
payment type. 

For the payment initiationmessages, the rules and guidelines are listed per message. If they 
apply to both payment initiation messages, they are mentioned in the section cross-message 
rules. For the three account reporting messages, the rules and guidelines are listed collectively 
with an indication as to which of the individual message types they apply. 

Where relevant, a screenshot of the schema has been added to illustrate the relevant 
component/element.

Box with a full line is a mandatory message element (also expressed in 
text as ó1..1ô) 

 

 Box with a dotted line is an optional message element (also expressed 
in text as ó0..1ô) 

 

The component can contain a number of  mandatory and optional  elements. The

2.2 Customer Credit Transfer Initiation 
Scope 

The Customer Credit Transfer Initiation message is sent by the initiating party to the forwarding 
agent or debtor agent.  

It is used to request movement of funds from the debtor account to a creditor.

Rule Only use Mixed mode (MIXD). Do not use Grouped or Single. 
Note : Mixed mode does not prohibit a bank from only accepting

(Payment Information/Payment Type Information and Credit Transfer Transaction 
Information/ Payment Type Information) (0..1)  

Note : a change request has been submitted for this component. 

 Rule  Include Payment Type Information component on Payment 
Information level, when necessary. Do not include Payment Type 
component on Credit Transfer Transaction lnformation evel.  

  

Charge Bearer  
(Payment Information/Charge Bearer and Credit Transfer Transaction 
Information/Charge Bearer) (0..1)  

Rule Include Charge Bearer on Payment Information level, when 
necessary. Do not include Charge Bearer on Credit Transfer 
Transaction Information level. 

 

Ultimate Debtor  
(Payment Information/Ultimate Debtor and Credit Transfer Transaction Information/ 
Ultimate Debtor) (0..1) 
 
Note : a change request has been submitted for this element to reflect the rule below. 

Rule Ultimate Debtor can be present either on Payment Information 
level or on Credit Transfer Transaction Information level. It must 
not be present on both levels. 

 

Batch booking  

 

Batch Booking 
(GroupHeader/BatchBooking) (0..1) 
 
Note : a change request has been submitted for this element. 

Guideline 1 Batch Booking can be populated as an optional element but is not 
required. 

Guideline 2 If Batch Booking is not present, pre-agreed client-bank conditions 
will apply. 

Guideline 3 The Batch Booking element is a request, not an order. If batch 
booking is requested, banks will respect this request on a óbest 
effortô basis : ie, the logical organization of the message expresses 
how the corporate intends batch booking to be actioned.  Banks 
will try to book as such.  
Banks will pre-agree with their customer criteria for grouping 
(depending on payment type, etc). 
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Payment Type Information component 

 

Payment Type Information 
(Payment Information/Payment Type Information) (0..1)  
 
Note :  

1. in the ISO 20022 standard, this component can be present on Payment Information level or on Credit 
Transfer Transaction Information level, but in the framework of this document, its presence has been limited to 
optional presence on Payment Information level (see Rule under Message Organisation) 

2. Change requests have been submitted for this component. 

  

 

Instruction Priority 
(Payment Information/Payment Type Information/Instruction Priority) (0..1) 

Guideline  If not present, following applies : Instruction Priority is an in-bank 
processing queue priority where the bank offers the ability to 
change the priority for processing of a transaction type. It is only 
used in these cases and its absence is read as ñnormalò 
processing priority for the bankôs normal service level for that 
transaction type and customer. 
There is no relationship between instruction priority and category 
purpose. 

 

Service Level  
(Payment Information/Payment Type Information/Service level (0..1)(mutually exclusive 
with clearing channel)  

Guideline 1 If the initiating party would like to request a payment to be 
processed as a SEPA payment, it is recommended to provide the 
code SEPA in Service Level/Code. 
   
Banks will make best efforts to process as such, i.e. are not bound 
to guarantee that the transaction will indeed be processed as 
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SEPA ï as it will depend on certain criteria whether the bank can 
do so. 

Guideline 2 If the initiating party would like to request a payment to be 
processed with óUrgent Settlement priorityô (ie the funds need to 
be transferred to the beneficiary in the most expedient way), it is 
recommended to use Service Level/Proprietary with code URGP. 
óUrgent Settlement priorityô does not necessarily equal óSame Day 
Valueô. 

  

Local Instrument  
(Payment Information/Payment Type Information/Local instrument) (0..1)  

Additional  
clarification 

Local Instrument is an element that can further define either 
clearing channel or service level. Its usage is driven by individual 
bank requirements for instructing the bank on the type of its 
transactions.

The message contains a number of mandatory and optional references. The definition of these 
references can be found in the ISO 20022 Message Definition Report. The ISO 20022 
Customer-to-Bank Message Usage Guide contains a large number of explanatory illustrations 
and scenarios.

Mandatory references which are included in the standard are the Message ID and the End-to-
End ID. The End to End ID should be carried through the end-to-end payment chain, and be 
reported to the Creditor.  The End to End ID is a payment reference generated by the 
originator. It can form the basis for a beneficiary who wants to investigate the payment 
transaction.  

Note : The End-to-End ID is not intended for use by the agents of the interbank chain. They will 
use other references as the primary key in tracking and investigating transactions. 

The appendix of the ISO 20022 Customer-to-Bank Message Usage Guide contains an 
overview of a large number of clearing and settlement systems and their capabilities to carry 
references. 

 

Payment Information Identification 
(Payment Information/Payment Information Identification) (0..1) 

Guideline It is recommended to always provide the Payment Information 
Identification.  

 

Remittance Identification  
(Payment Information/Credit Transfer Transaction Information/Related Remittance 
Information/Remittance Identification) (1..10) 

Rule If the Related Remittance Information component is used, and a 
Remittance Identification is provided, the Remittance 
Identification must equal the End to End ID. 

 

Reference Truncation principle 

 Rule  If references need to be truncated by the Debtorôs Agent (in view 
of existing length constraints in legacy applications/interbank 
clearing and settlement systems), they will always be truncated 
from the right. 

 

Duplicate checking 

Is an optional service to be agreed on between bank and customer.

2.3 Payment Status Report 
Scope  

The Payment Status Report message is sent by an instructed agent to the previous party in the 
payment chain. It is used to inform this party about the positive or negative status of an 
instruction (either single or file). It is also used to report on a pending instruction. 

Standard Specifications 

The ISO 20022 Message Definition Report and the ISO 20022 Customer-to-Bank Message 
Usage Guide  serve as the main documents describing the standards. Please consult these 
documents for full information.  

Note : change requests have been submitted to ISO 20022 for the Payment Status Report. 

Additional Rules and Guidelines 

In the framework of this document, a set of óminimumô usage rules has been defined. All banks 
subscribing to this service agree to comply with these minimum usage rules. Further status 
reporting service offering is to be agreed bilaterally between the customer and its bank. 

Subscribers to this service agree to always provide back a Payment Status Report back to the 
initiating party after receiving a Customer Credit Transfer Initiation message. 

The diagram and the table below illustrate the usage scenarios covered by the Payment Status 
Report in the framework of this document. It includes the two main ócheckpointsô at which a 
Payment Status Report will/can be sent 

o Banks agree to always send a Payment Status Report at checkpoint 1.  

o At checkpoint 2, a Payment Status Report must only be sent if transactions cannot be 
executed (as minimum rule in this document).  

As stated above, further status reporting service offering is to be agreed between a customer 
and its bank. 
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Payment Status Report at ócheckpointô 1 (illustrated in diagram above) 

Rule 1 1. All transactions included in the Customer Credit Transfer 
Initiation are ópositiveô : 

Group Status must be present and contains : 

a. ACTC Accepted Technical Validation  
Authentication and syntactical and semantical validation are 
successful. 

Or  

b. ACCP Accepted Customer Profile 
Preceding check of technical validation was successful. Customer 
profile check was also successful. 

In this scenario, no further information on Transaction level is 
provided. 
It needs to be pre-agreed between a customer and its bank which 
of these values will be provided. 

 

Rule 2 2. The complete message is rejected ï ie the lifecycle of all 
instructions included in the initiation message stops. 

Group Status must be present and contains óRJCT Rejectedô. 

Status Reason information (in Original Group Information and 
Status) can be included to provide further reasons for the reject. 
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 Rule 3 3. Some transactions included in the initiation are accepted, others 
are rejected, pending or accepted with change. 

Group Status must be present and contains óPART Partially 
Acceptedô. 

Banks will offer a choice (in óTransaction Information and Statusô 
level/Transaction Status) ) between providing: 

> only a status for those transactions which are rejected (RJCT) 
and/or pending (PDNG) 

Or 

> a status for each transaction (ACTC Accepted Validation/ACCP 
Accepted Customer Profile/ACWC Accepted with Change/PDNG 
Pending/RJCT Rejected) 
 
It needs to be pre-agreed between a customer and its bank which 
of these 2 modes needs to be provided. 

Rule  4 Minimum set of data when referring to an original individual 
transaction in the Payment Status Report :  

mandatory to include the End to End ID 

optional to include the Instruction ID (when present in the 
initiation) 

optional to include the Payment Info ID (when present in the 
initiation)  

Inclusion of additional original transaction details in the Payment 
Status Report to refer to a particular transaction needs to be pre-
agreed between a customer and its bank. 

 

Payment Status Report at ócheckpointô 2 (illustrated in diagram above) 
Is mandatory only if transactions cannot be executed. 

Rule 1 If a first Payment Status Report has been sent with ACTC or 
ACCP as Group Status, and, during the further process, all, some 
or one of the transactions cannot be processed by the Debtor 
Agent, the Debtor Agent must send a Payment Status Report. 

Group Status information should not be present and Transaction 
Status must contain : Rejected.  
 
Reason Information for the Reject can be included in the Status 
Reason information.    

In this case, the Payment Status Report will only include those 
transactions that are rejected. 
 
The same minimum data set as quoted under Rule 4 should be 
included to refer to an individual transaction. 
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2.4 Cross-message Implementation Rules 
Financial Institution Identification 

This type is used to identify agents in the payment chain (eg Debtor Agent, Creditor Agent, 
Intermediary Agents) 
 

Financial Institution Identification Choice 5 
(BranchAndFinancialInstitutionIdentification/FinancialInstitutionIdentification/Financial 
InstitutionChoice5) 
 
Note : a change request has been submitted for this component. 

 

 

Guideline 1 Use Combined ID to type the Agent 
 

Provide the BIC where possible, else 

Clearing System Member ID, else 

If other, agree with your bank 
 
Note : for SEPA payments, it is recommended to check with your 
bank whether it supports BIC as only element in Combined ID, or 
whether it requires BIC as standalone element in the first óBICô 
choice element. 
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Clearing System Member Identification 
(BranchAndFinancialInstitutionIdentification/FinancialInstitutionIdentification/Financial 
Institution Choice5/Combined ID/Financial Institution Identification3/Clearing System 
Member Identification) 

Note : a change request has been submitted for this component. 

  

Guideline This element is typed by a choice between óIdô and Proprietary. In 
order to provide a clearing system member id, óIdô should be used. 
óProprietaryô must not be used.  
 
óIdô is typed by an External Code list which can be found on 
www.iso20022.org.  
 
The external code list contains a set of usage guidelines and 
examples. These guidelines are repeated below. One additional 
usage guideline has been defined in the framework of this 
document. 

The identification typed by this external code consists of a max 35 
character string, which contains a prefix and the actual value of 
the id. 

Three possibilities exist : 

Guideline included in the External Code list : use the prefix + value 
as defined in the external clearing system code list. 
Example : GBDSC123456 (whereby GBDSC is the prefix 
consisting of the ISO country code, followed by 3 characters 
identifying the system ï UK domestic sort code; and ó123456ô is 
the actual ID) 

Guideline included in the External Code list : "XXXXX" may be 
used as prefix by bilateral agreement to specify any of the clearing 
system codes part of the external code list, where:  

1- the originator cannot produce the clearing system member 
identification prefix, but  

2 - both originator and receiver understand what clearing system 
the payment instruction refers to. 

Additional Guideline : ñCCXXXô (whereby CC represents the 2-
character ISO country code ) may be used as prefix for those 
codes where the country is known by the initiating party, but the 
code as such is not yet part of the external code clearing list. 
Note : this guideline may be added to the External Clearing Code 
list when this list will be updated.

Guideline If the Clearing System Member Identification in Financial 
Institution Identification only identifies the bank, and not the 
branch, use the optional Branch Identification 
component/Identification to further identify the branch. 

 

Customer Identification 

This type is used to identify customers (Debtor, Ultimate Debtor, Creditor, Ultimate Creditor, 
Initiating Party) in the message. 

 

Customer Identification 
Note : a change request has been submitted for this component. 

  

Name  
(Party Identification8/Name) (0..1) 
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Rule Name should always be provided for Debtor and Creditor. Name is 
optional for Initiating Party, Ultimate Debtor and Ultimate Creditor. 

 

Address 
(Party Identification8/Address) (0..1) 

Guideline Donôt repeat structured info in unstructured free address lines 

Preference is to use structured address information, but if only 
ófree formatô address information is available in customerôs data 
records, the free óaddress lineô information (included in postal 
address) also has to be supported.  

 

Account Identification 

This component is used to identify all accounts included in the message. 

 

Account Identification 
Note : a change request has been submitted for this component. 

  

 

Guideline  Provide one Account ID for an account. If a customer has more 
than 1 account ID available to identify the creditor account, 
following guideline applies : 

If IBAN is available populate IBAN, else 

If UPIC is available populate UPIC, else 

If other populate Proprietary ID 

Do not populate BBAN. 
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3 Account Reporting 

3.1 Overview 
The Cash Management business area contains messages that support the management, 
reporting and advising of the cash side of any financial transaction, including liquidity transfers, 
limit and reservation management, reporting on cash movements, transactions and balances, 
and any exceptions and investigations related to cash transactions. 

Bank-to-Customer Account Reporting is one suite of messages within Cash Management and 
is represented by the three messages included in these guidelines : 

 Bank-to-Customer Account Report Version 1 (camt.052.001.01 ) 

 Bank-to-Customer Statement Version 1 (camt.053.001.01) 

 Bank-to-Customer Debit/Credit Notification Version 1 (camt.054.001.01)

The Bank-to-Customer Statement message can be used to inform the account owner, or 
authorised party, of the entries booked to the account, and to provide the owner with balance 
information on the account at a given point in time.

The Bank-to-Customer Debit/Credit Notification message can be used to inform the account 
owner, or authorised party, of single or multiple debit and/or credit entries reported to the 
account.
